Over crowding and  
foam hammer use 

Responsible person to supervise at all times. 
Only one person at every station maximum seven persons.

Responsible person to supervise at all times. 
Climbing, hanging, sitting on walls is prohibited .

Injury from hard surfaces Use on a grassed area using industry standard stakes 
Use approved thunder bolts on hard standing and use matting 

Use sand bags indoors and use matting

Injury from poor supervision Responsible person to supervise at all times 
Do not use without adequate supervisors present

Tripping over anchor points 
/ auxiliary equipment 

Anchor points installed to manufactures guidance. Additional 
equipment stored away. Power cables to be positioned 

/covered appropriately

Equipment installed correctly in a safe position. Never attempt 
to reposition the unit
